LaCoursiere Jr. comes to Minneso-
ta the last full week of March. The
route weaves from the Twin Cities
metro to southern Minnesota, back
to the metro, then westward.

The National Commander’s
Tour of Minnesota reaches the
1st, 2nd, 3rd, 7th and 10th districts.

Stops at American Legion posts

are not limited to Legion Family
members. The general public is
welcome to RSVP just the same
as regular members. Mayors and
other dignitaries often come, too.

“The tour is really a way for us
to engage members and to engage
our local communities, so that they
see The American Legion’s mis-
sion,” Department of Minnesota

Commander Carl Moon said. “We
want them to learn we are not about
restaurants or banquet halls. We
are about supporting veterans and
saving lives. We want the public
and the media to help us.”

LaCoursiere was elected na-
tional commander at the 105th
National Convention on Aug. 29,
2024, in New Orleans.

An Air Force veteran, LaCoursi-
ere has been a longtime field repre-
sentative for the American Legion

Department of Connecticut’s Sol-
diers, Sailors and Marines Fund,
which financially assists veterans
and their families in need.

He has served as a national
vice commander, chairman of
the national Legislative Com-
mission and as Department of
Connecticut commander. As na-
tional commander, LaCoursiere
is strongly committed to raising
awareness for The American Le-
gion’s “Be the One” mission to

The commander flies to Minne-
sota with his aide, Butch Hansen,
on Sunday, March 23.

NaSalle was in the third phase of
air traffic control school when the Air
Force showed him some other training
options. He was impressed with TACP
— Tactical Air Control Party.

ST. PAUL — Posts of veteran ser-
vice organizations do so much char-
itable work for their local communi-
ties, yet meanwhile struggle with the
burden of property taxes.

The Senate Taxes Committee on
Thursday, Jan. 23, heard a bill that
aims to exempt posts of The Ameri-
can Legion and other congressionally
chartered veteran service organiza-
tions from property taxes. The bill,
authored by Sen. Jim Abeler of Anoka,
has bipartisan support.

He testified that he was surprised to
learn that Post 102 in Anoka even has

where needed for the advancement of
infantry.

He ended up in the 21st Tactical
Air Support Squadron at Shaw AFB
in South Carolina. In January 1982,
he graduated from the Army Airborne
School at Fort Benning, Ga. Stationed

at Shaw, the 21st TASS would support
many Army units: 82nd Airborne Di-
vision, 101st Airborne Division, 1st &
2nd Ranger Battalions, 1st Armored
Division, among others.

While supporting, tactical air con-
trollers would train with the Army

soldiers on field exercises. If the sol-
diers jumped out of airplanes, so did
NaSalle. If they rucked 12 miles, so did
NaSalle. If they slept on the ground in
January and ate MREs, so did NaSalle.

NaSalle was attached to the 82nd

Meet the new executive director of Eagle’'s Healing Nest

Retired Minnesota National Guard Sgt. Major Shawn Kor is
the executive director of Eagle’s Healing Nest.

SAUK CENTRE — A Marine and Army
veteran is now leading Eagle’s Healing Nest,
a 124-acre campus where veterans reside in
an environment with peer-to-peer physical
and mental healing.

Shawn Kaor, 48, is an Army and Marine
veteran with a wife, Mandy, and five chil-
dren — four daughters and a son. He is an
American Legion member with Sauk Centre
Post 67. He started as executive director of
the Nest on Dec. 1, 2023.

Kor said leading the Nest isn’t about one
person.

“Whether I am executive director or not,
I don’t see a scenario where | am not part of
the Nest,” Kor said. “Mel Butler (founder
and prior director) had a great vision, but

it’s the volunteers and veterans who come
through here that make the Nest what it is.”

Kor graduated from Worthington High
School before entering the active-duty Ma-
rines, serving from 1995 to 1999, mainly
at 29 Palms Marine Corps Training Center.
He then served from 1999 to 2023 in the
Minnesota Army National Guard, primarily
drilling at 1-125 Field Artillery in Luverne.

With the Marines, he deployed in 1996
and 1998 to places in Asia. The Guard sent
him to U.S. bases in Europe in 2003. In
2011, he deployed to Kuwait.

He received his bachelor’s degree at Be-
midji State, even though it meant driving all
the way down to Luverne. Eventually, the

Congressional
research item
threatens VA
disability pay

One thing National American
Legion I hope is aware of is this
little sneaky proposal by the
Congressional Budget Office.
It’s not mainstream, but when
things like this are brought up, a
few short years later, they seem
to take root.

It’'s  called  “Introduce
Means-Testing for Eligibility for
VA'’s Disability Compensation.”

Here is the written summary:

“Veterans with medical con-
ditions or injuries that occurred
or worsened during active-duty
service may receive disability
compensation from the De-
partment of Veterans Affairs
(VA). Payments are structured
differently than other disability
programs. VA’s disability pay-
ments are intended to compen-
sate for the average earnings that
veterans would be expected to
lose given the severity of their
service-connected medical con-
ditions or injuries, whether or
not a particular veteran’s condi-
tion reduced his or her earnings.
Unlike disability programs such
as Social Security Disability
Insurance, payments are unaf-
fected by a veteran’s earnings
or other types of income.

“Under this option, VAwould
means-test (that is, restrict full
compensation to those with
income below a certain amount)
all current and prospective
recipients of VA's disability

compensation. Beginning in
January 2026, veterans with
service-related disabilities and
total household income below
$135,000, excluding disability
income from the VA, would re-
ceive full benefits. That thresh-
old corresponds to the 70th
percentile of total household
income in the United States in
2022, adjusted for inflation to
reach the threshold value ap-
plicable to 2026 benefits. CBO
estimates that nearly 30 percent
of veterans receiving disability
payments from VA will have
household income above that
threshold in 2026. (After 2026,
that income threshold would rise
with the consumer price index
for urban wage earners and cler-
ical workers.) Above the thresh-
old, benefits would be phased
outata constant rate: For every
additional two dollars of gross
household income, disability
compensation would decrease
by one dollar.”

It means testing a veteran’s
household income (not individ-
ual), so if your household made
over $136,000, they start cut-
ting your earned compensation
benefit.

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Legion posts must file 990 annually Mail Call

Minnesota American Legion
HQ has received a lot of calls
asking whether posts are re-
quired to file taxes. The answer
is YES, YES, YES!

All posts fall under The
American Legion’s 501(c)(19)
umbrella, and to keep that non-
profit status, taxes need to be
filed with a 990 return annually
just like any other organization.

If a post has less than $50,000
ofincome, it is required to file a
simple 990N postcard. The eas-
iest way to file this is through
an account on the IRS website.
Once logged in, the site will ask
a variety of questions. When
asked whether there is more than
$50,000 of income, clicking
“no” will automatically gener-
ate the 990N.

If a post has more income,

then a more extensive 990 is
required. 1 highly recommend
consulting an accountant for this
because it can become cumber-
some, as you know from filing
your personal income taxes. If
you contact the Department of
Minnesota Headquarters, you
will be directed to explore the
IRS website or call your local
accountant for the most accurate
information.

The bottom line is that all
posts must file a 990 tax return to
maintain their 501(c)(19) non-
profit status. It doesn’t matter
whether your post made money,
lost money or stayed the same.

designations, such as 501(c)(4)
or 501(c)(19). We are asking for
access to the same nonprofit
property tax exemptions pro-
vided to 501(c)(3) nonprofits.”

She pointed out how a hand-
ful of states already provide
this benefit to veteran posts. In
Minnesota, there are some tax
breaks, but county assessors
and treasurers across the state
interpret Department of Reve-
nue rules differently from one
county to another.

“A zero-tax measure would
clear up much of the confusion
county assessors across out 87
Minnesota counties have regard-
ing post taxes,” Janigo said.

The bill is SF 255.

In the room with Janigo was
St. Paul Arcade-Phalen Post 577
Commander Dan Norton, Post
577 Operations Manager Josh
Fowler and Anoka Post 102

Commander Lori Allert, who
stood ready to answer ques-
tions on tax burdens in the tens
of thousands of dollars.

Janigo mentioned how taxes
are endangering those posts and
listed posts that have lost their
buildings in recent years in
part due to taxes: Coon Rapids,
Champlin, Ham Lake, Stillwater,
Marshall, Northfield and Waite
Park. (Waite Park Post 428 had

annual property tax burdens of
nearly $60,000 by 2020.)

She described how these
places raise funds for youth
sports, blood drives, fire depart-
ments, food insecurity, home-
lessness, among other things.

“How many more communi-
ties will need to lose the gather-
ing center for charity fundrais-
ing and activities before relief is
provided?” Janigo asked.

Eagle’s Healing Nest keeps its mission the same

military brought him to central
Minnesota. He presently lives
north of Nelson, east of Alex-
andria. He retired as command
sergeant major.

Kor became involved at the
Nest when he attended an event
there in the summer of 2023.
A lieutenant he had deployed
with had lived at the Nest for
a time and recovered thanks to
its veteran-focused supportive
environment.

“l was shocked. | had never
heard of it,” Kor said. “I lived
20 miles away.”

The Nest asked him to join
the board. He applied and soon
the board asked him if he would
be the new director. He was hes-
itant at first.

“I did research. The place and
what it was doing for veterans
seemed too important to fail,”
Kor said.

Founded in 2012 by military
mom Melony Butler and her
veteran husband, Blaine, the
Eagle’s Healing Nest is on the
site of a former state reforma-
tory school for juveniles. The
place housed girls from 1911
to 1967, then switched to co-ed
until closing in 1999.

Beginning in 2022, Eagle’s
Healing Nest got into hot
water with the Minnesota At-
torney General’s Office over the

blending of personal and orga-
nizational finances and failing
to maintain proper controls. Kor
helped guide the Nest through
discussions with the Charities
Division of the Attorney Gener-
al’s Office and an agreement was
reached in March 2024.

Under the agreement, the Nest
severed ties to the Butlers and
must remain in compliance with
charity laws and strengthen its
financial checks and balances.

Kor said a big piece of that is
creating transparency, with the
board of directors, volunteers,
veterans in residence, donors
and the general public. The
state put the Eagle’s Healing
Nest back in good standing on
May 24, 2024.

Example: Kor comes right out
and says the contract for deed
for the land was in default. The
Nest worked with United Prairie
Bank, Minnesota National Bank
and the Initiative Foundation out
of Little Falls to replace the con-
tract for deed with a mortgage.

Hutchinson City Councilor
Tim Burley, a past commander
of Hutchinson American Legion
Post 96 and past chairman of the
Department of Minnesota Public
Relations Committee, is a long-
time advocate and volunteer for
the Eagle’s Healing Nest.

“The Nest was always sup-
posed to be run by veterans,”

Burley said.

He says American Legion
posts that have donated to the
Nest in the past can rest assured
their donations will be properly
handled. He encouraged them to
resume their support.

“It’s a place where we can call
and get a veteran to a safe place
immediately,” Burley said. “It
has programs that help reduce
suicide and get veterans back
on their feet. | am involved in
helping veterans leave here.”

Unlike some veteran nonprof-
its, the Nest is not one-person
centric, Burley said. Many of
the programs, such as art classes,
have been developed by the vet-
erans themselves. The classes are
put on by veterans for veterans.

“Meterans are intelligent and
we know how to heal ourselves,
and we just ask for the support
and resources. We like to have
purpose, to build and create,”
Burley said.

Next steps? Kor said the mis-
sion of healing veterans remains
the same. However, four areas
need attention: maintenance of
buildings, vehicle upgrades,
reviewing onsite outpatient
services and holstering services.

“People don’t fall into catego-
ries needed to receive help, and
the Eagle’s Healing Nest is one
place they can come to get that
help,” he said. “Also, we don’t

set a timeline for recovery.”

Kor has been speaking to
groups around the region and
said he would be happy to speak
at any post meeting or event.

He said the Nest never will
become government-funded.

“We don’t want strings at-
tached to the services we are
able to provide.”

He listed resources:

Peer-to-peer recovery living
environment.

Transportation to equine ther-
apy services.

Assistance with leaving the
Nest.

Outpatient addiction services.

Substance abuse counseling.

Recovery support programs.

Alternatives to violence
classes.

Outings, experiences and
retreats.

Continuing education and
training.

Gym.

Music studio.

Rock shop.

Art therapy.

Outside partners that come on
the campus to provide health,
wellness and massage therapy.

The current board of direc-
tors comprises a banker, an at-
torney, a math teacher, a nurse,
a high-ranking Mason and a
military mom who lost her son
to suicide. Some are veterans.
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There is a lot of Legion

Airborne’s HQ when the division de-
ployed to Grenada as part of Operation
Urgent Fury, a mission to quell politi-
cal violence, remove Cuban influence,
protect the lives of U.S. students and
restore democratic government.
While elements of the 82nd did
parachute onto Grenada’s new airport,
NaSalle was with the part that landed.

American forces took the island
in 72 hours. NaSalle controlled two
airstrikes during the 12 days he was
there. Both were on Grenadian mil-
itary convoys with Cubans among
them. An A-10 Warthog would strafe
the target with its 30 mm Gatling gun,
then return to drop cluster bombs.
After the air attack, Army artillery
shells would land. The infantry sol-
diers would do the rest.

Urgent Fury exposed differences in
Air Force and Navy close air support
(CAS) language. Ninety percent of the
Purple Hearts awarded were because
of friendly fire. After that, the Joint
Chiefs of Staff put all military branches
on the same page.

airborne jumpmaster at the age of
22, a pretty rare feat for that age.

That same year, the Air Force asked
NaSalle to activate with the 3rd Ranger
Battalion at Fort Benning.

“Working with a Special Operations
unit was awesome,” he said.

It goes without saying that training
with Rangers was hard. The colonel,
NaSalle said, was nice. He treated
anyone attached to his unit the same
as the Rangers themselves.

“We had to keep up with their guys
just like they did,” he said. “Training
was constant and put a strain on family
life.”

The pressure for an airmen to keep
up on runs and marches was strong,
NaSalle said, because, if he fell out, it
represented his entire branch of service.
He was an E-5 staff sergeant at the time.

Training wasn’t just at Benning,
either. They travelled around the West-
ern Hemisphere. With the Rangers, he
went to Panama, Nicaragua, Chile,
Belize, Mexico and a few undisclosed
locations.

After, the Air Force sent NaSalle to
Korea. He was with a joint-branch unit
at Uijeongbu listening to radios and
watching video feeds at a base inside
ahill, logging what he observed. Now
and then, he went a camp near the DMZ
for scenario briefings.

Six months later, he went back to
the States for a family emergency. The
Air Force sent him back to Benning,
and he was reassigned to Detachment
4. He was NCOIC for a team attached
to the 10th Mountain Division before
it moved to Fort Drum, N.Y., in 1985.
He didn’t go with them to Drum.

While supporting the 10th Moun-
tain, they went to a battle exercise at
Fort Irwin, Calif. When it was over,
an Army colonel stepped into the tac-
tical operations center and asked: “Who
controlled the airstrike that killed all
the bad guys?”

Someone pointed out that it was Sgt.
NaSalle.

“Oh crap. | thought I did some-
thing wrong. | shouldn’t have been
controlling that airstrike. | just knew
the terrain.”

The colonel congratulated him. “You
did a fantastic job of clearing the way
so my guys could pass their test.”

There were no drones with cameras
back then, so tactical air controllers
sought “eyes.” They had maps, com-
passes and coordinates, but if they
could see what terrain looked like —
either for themselves or with pictures
— it helped.

NaSalle knew the terrain because of
prior certification training there. The
colonel awarded him with an Army
Commendation Medal.

I n 1984, he achieved the status of

ther Benning units he supported
while with Detachment 4 were
197th Infantry Brigade and 75th
Ranger Regiment. He participated in
one of the Reforger exercises in Europe.
In addition to West Germany, he visited
Holland, Belgium and France.

NaSalle was attached to the 82nd
Airborne (and still with Det. 4) in De-
cember 1989 when the 82nd jumped
into Panama for Operation Just Cause.
NaSalle jumped, too.

It was a low-altitude drop of 500
feet. Airborne drops are usually 800
feet or 1,250 feet.

This left NaSalle with no time to un-
twist tangled-up suspension lines. Time
spent trying to untwist them left him
with no time to lower his equipment.
Thud! He burned in. (In paratrooper
lingo, “burn in” means hit the ground
without a parachute or with an ineffec-
tive parachute.)

It was a combat jump — no going
to sick call — so he got up and went
to the Steiner Aid (drop zone gathering
point), then rucked 21 miles while hurt.

“It all went pretty fast. We didn’t
engage an enemy because they were
already engaged,” he said.

He was involved in getting civil-
ians to safer places before heading
to a C-130 and waiting around on

the tarmac.

“When we got back, | made sure to
take my Army guys to Air Force dining
facilities,” NaSalle said.

And the Navy performed surgery on
his spine, at Bethesda Naval Hospital.
This is why Legionnaires see him with
a cane at gatherings. He doesn’t want
a wheelchair.

In May 1990, he went to Puerto Rico
and participated in Operation Ocean
Venture, a military exercise in the Ca-
ribbean involving all military branches.

ost veterans know Iraq invad-
ed Kuwait on Aug. 2, 1990,
and America began sending
troops to Saudi Arabia to protect that
country and prepare for the liberation
of Kuwait. NaSalle arrived Jan. 29,
1991, during the air war of Operation
Desert Storm. He was attached to the
82nd Airborne at first, then to the X VIII

Airborne Corps. He had a backup role
and never called an airstrike.

He went from Riyadh to the tent city
atKing Khalid Military City. He flew in
a Blackhawk helicopter to 82nd forces
in Iraq near Tallil and near As-Salman,
then back to KKMC. He was sent back
to the United States on the 10th day.

In March 1991, NaSalle had his
second spinal surgery. This time, the
Air Force gave him a non-combat job:
medical administration. It sent him to
Maxwell AFB in Alabama. He spent
his final year with the 42nd Medical
Group before medically retiring.

He has 165 jumps to his name. Most
were static from C-130s and C-141s.
Some were from choppers. Some were
HALO jumps. HALO is “high-altitude,
low-opening.”

What happened to NaSalle’s lower
back? He had blown out two discs.
Now, he has a fused lumbar spine at
three levels, plates in the front and back
of his cervical spine, pins in his right
knee and neuropathy in his legs.

aSalle stayed in Alabama and

went to college at Troy Univer-

sity, getting a bachelor’s degree

in resource management in 1996. He

joined The American Legion in Mont-

gomery in 1993 but didn’t renew after
graduation.

He moved to Indiana in 1998. In

2001, he became a deputy sheriff in
the Johnson County Jail. In 2004, he
was hired by Butler University as a
security guard. In 2004, he graduated
from the Indiana Police Academy. Then
Johnson County asked him to return
and be their training officer and work
as a deputy sheriff.

In 2001, he met Pollyanna Rupert.
As groomsman and bridesmaid, they
walked down the aisle together at his
brother’s wedding. In 2005, he consid-
ered moving back to Minnesota. His
sister-in-law informed him Pollyanna
was available, and he called her up
during a heavy snowstorm.

She lived in Eden Prairie at the time.
His sister lived in Burnsville, and Pol-
lyanna drove through the heavy snow
to see him.

“And we’ve been together ever
since.”

In January 2006, he moved back to
Minnesota and quickly gained work
as a veteran service representative for
the VA Regional Office at the Whipple
Federal Building at Fort Snelling. He
handled veteran pensions.

He married his sweetheart on Dec.
27,2006, and lived in Eden Prairie. The
VArated him 100 percent in 2009, right
after another back surgery. In 2015,
they moved to Chaska, and in 2016, he
rejoined the Legion with Post 57, be-
coming commander for three years be-
ginning in 2017. In 2020, he switched
to Chanhassen Post 580.

In December 2021, he and Pollyanna
moved to Fergus Falls for a new start.
He qualified for two VA adaptive hous-
ing grants, and contractors presently
are modifying their home “so I am able
to do things as much as possible on
my own.”

He originally joined Underwood
Post 489 and soon switched to Fergus
Falls Post 30. He serves on the Post 30
Honor Guard, though getting around
the cemeteries is painful. He became
9th District commander in 2023 and
is in his second term. He is running
for department vice commander for
districts 6 and 9.

NaSalle’s Commander Project is
divided into two: Legionville and the
Fargo-Moorhead Honor Flight. His
project during his first term was the
Fergus Falls Veterans Home.

He said he loves the Legion for the
veterans.

“Everyone | come into contact with,
I love them to death,” he said.

He likes the camaraderie, the rival-
ries among branches and the shared
memories of time in service.

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Walls go up at new
military museum site

CAMPRIPLEY — Walls are
up at the new Minnesota Mili-
tary & Veterans Museum.

The grand opening at the site
on 32 acres just east of Camp
Ripley is expected to happen
in summer 2026, said Director
Randal Dietrich.

“We would love to be wel-
coming folks into our museum
during our nation’s 250th anni-
versary,” he said.

The $32 million building will
be 40,000 square feet. Motorists
can view the walls from their
cars and trucks when passing by
on highways 371 or 115. Elro-
sa-based Breitbach Construction
is the general contractor.

Dietrich said the construction
funding — a mix of donations
and state allocations — does not
include the cost to move arti-
facts from the current museum
on base or the cost to install
new galleries. That fundraiser,

he said, is underway.

“We are working to raise
another $10 million to outfit
the facility, install classrooms,
theaters and tell stories,” he said.
“We presently have $6 million
toward the $10 million so far.”

Past Department Vice Com-
mander Linda Dvorak is on the
museum’s board of directors.
She has helped the museum with
fundraising through sending out
charitable gambling request let-
ters to Legion posts last year.

As of end of December,
Legion posts had donated
$11,358.

To donate, make the check to
“Minnesota Military & Veterans
Museum” with “fundraiser” in
the memo and mail the check to
Minnesota Military & Veterans
Museum, Attn: Randal Dietrich,
Camp Ripley, 15000 Highway
15, Little Falls, MN 56345.

Galleries and theater spaces

will illustrate such things as
Sept. 11,2001, and Dec. 7, 1941,
and the role of Minnesotans in
those attacks, Dietrich said.

“There were more than 400
Minnesotans at Pearl Harbor
that day,” he said. “Eighty of
them were aboard the USS
Ward.”

He added, “Sept. 11 had Min-
nesotans in the towers, in the
planes, in the Pentagon.”

The role of The American
Legion, which spring up across
the state like wildfire following
World War I, will be illustrated.
Minneapolis was the site of the
very first American Legion Na-
tional Convention in 1919.

Another downside of this
situation is that those posts
that are “upside down” are not
able to use MyLegion.org to
process membership until their
dues are corrected.

Veterans Day 2024
celebrated in NYA

On Monday, Nov. 11, the Nor-
wood-Young America commu-
nity came together to honor our
veterans. The audience com-
prised public school children
(prekindergarten through grade
12), area residents, members of
the American Legion Post 343
and VFW Post 1783, American
Legion Auxiliary (ALA) Unit

The program’s keynote
speaker was Carver County
Veteran Service Officer Steve
Walker, who captivated the au-
dience with his message.

During his speech, Steve
shared that having no real plans
for his future, he decided to join
the U. S. Army National Guard
shortly after high school. His
three deployments gave him
a much-needed direction of
purpose.

“When you join, you are the
lowest-ranking soldier, a pri-
vate. On my first deployment,
I was a specialist and our squad
was 12 soldiers. You look out
for one another and work very
closely together ... you follow
the orders given and rely on
your buddies to protect your
back and they know you will
protect them” he said.

By the time of his second de-
ployment he achieved the rank
of staff sergeant (E-6). With a
higher rank comes more respon-
sibility. He was in charge of a
squad of 12 soldiers. He must

look out for all of these soldiers
as best as he can.

On his third deployment, he
held the rank of first sergeant.
This increased his responsibility
to a company of three to four
platoons or 100 to 125 soldiers,
sometimes in different countries
from each other.

Again, his responsibility in-
creased to more and more sol-
diers. His perspective changed
as his rank changed.

Also, as his rank changed, so
did his age. This gave a differ-
ent outlook for the future. He
mentioned that when coming
home from each of his deploy-
ments, he was always greeted
with “Welcome Home” cele-
brations ... and he knows that
has not always been the case.
He wanted all soldiers to be
welcomed home and thanked
for their service to which the
audience applauded.

After the program, veterans
and their guests were invited
to a complimentary lunch by
CHS Food Service. Students
assisted guests through the
lunch line, escorted them to
the beautifully decorated private
dining area where they served
beverages and desserts. NYA
Superintendent Tim Schochen-
maier greeted these guests and
thanked them for their service.
This year’s seating overflowed
the private dining area into the
school commons area. It is the
largest crowd of veterans and
their guests ever in attendance
for our Veterans Day program.

American Legion members
have been visiting the Minne-
apolis Veterans Hospital every
month to visit with fellow vet-
erans. We provide them with
small gifts of toiletries, a deck
of playing cards, memo pads,
post cards and writing utensils.

Legion member Mel Robin-
son identified a need to expand
our giving to these veterans. He
suggested project activities such
as model cars, planes, ships and
appropriate puzzles or games
could be provided.

The project began in August
by making phone calls to po-
tential donors such as Target,
Walmart, Michaels, and Hub
Hobbie. Over the next few
months, more donors were
acquired.

During a visit to the Afton Art
Fair in September, Robinson
found an art vendor selling 3D
wooden puzzles. The puzzles
consisted of a variety of wooden
model cars, planes, trucks and
even bald eagles. Realizing
these puzzles would be ideal
for the VA Hospital, Robinson
purchased five of these wooden
puzzles.

As these were purchased, the
project was explained to the

owner Tim Murphy.

He was delighted to hear
about the project, explaining
that he was an Army veteran and
his two sons are both currently
serving in the Army. Murphy
was so pleased to learn about
the project, he immediately do-
nated 50 of these puzzles to The
American Legion.

Through September and Oc-
tober, the project continued,
and has resulted in securing
over 135 items consisting of
20-plus model cars to assem-
ble, fpur jigsaw and 3D puzzles,
and several other items. After,
the 3D wooden puzzle owner
discussed the project with his
partner, he increased the quan-
tity to 100 puzzles.

On Nov. 4, American Legion
Post 555 delivered these items
to the Minneapolis VA Hospi-
tal, specifically to the Center for
Development & Civic Engage-
ment. The value of the items,
as required by the center, was
determined to be in excess
of $1,200. All together there
were 140 individual items and
92 paint items. Robinson is not
finished.

Presidents Day IS a tlme for patrlotlsm

We observed Martin Luther
King, Jr. Day, on Jan. 20, and
will observe Presidents Day
on Feb. 17, let us honor their
legacies. Congress established
George Washington’s birthday
on Feb. 22 as a federal holiday
in 1879. The day had been infor-
mally celebrated since the great
general’s death in 1799.

In 1968, Congress passed an
act moving the observance to
the third Monday of February
starting in 1971.

However, Congress never
named the day “Presidents
Day.” Instead, Americans pop-
ularized the term in the 1980s to
honor President Abraham Lin-
coln’s birthday as well (Feb. 12).
Since then, it has come to honor
all presidents.

Also, that’s why the punctua-
tion lacks uniformity. Some or-
ganizations say President’s Day,
for President Washington. Some
say Presidents’ Day, showing
plural possession. Newspapers
have determined the name is
Presidents Day, with “presi-
dents” serving as a descriptor,
not possessive. This is similar
in construction to Veterans Day.

We know the history and the
impact they had on our country
and its citizens. So now is the
time for the American Legion
Auxiliary to step up and honor
their legacies through our mis-
sion of Service Not Self.
