VA secretary makes
pledge to Legion

WASHINGTON — With issues
swirling in each day’s news cycle,
new Secretary of Veterans Affairs
Doug Collins addressed members of
The American Legion from all across
the United States in the Washington

Hilton’s famous International Ball-

room on Feb. 24.

“I still believe deeply in this coun-
try,” he said. “The best days for vet-
erans are still ahead of us.”

Collins described taking funds away
from non-mission-critical areas, such
as $14 million in diversity initiatives,
and putting it toward veterans’ care.

Calling it “a new day at the VA,”
he said the mission is about veterans.
He praised The American Legion for
its suicide-prevention efforts.

With word of about 2,400 VA work-
ers losing their jobs, and about 1,000
of them returning through an appeals
process, Collins was asked about cuts
to VA benefits.

“There are no cuts to benefits and
health care to the veterans. Period. It’s
not happening,” he said.

Asked about veteran homelessness,
Collins said he wants the United States
to end veteran homelessness. He spoke
about the ineffectiveness of $10 billion
spent on education of veteran home-
lessness and said it is time to consider
different solutions.

He said billions have been spent
on veteran suicide prevention efforts,
with $2.3 billion on counseling, and
the number remains 17 a day. He said

ST. PAUL — An American Le-
gion-backed bill before the Minnesota
Senate Veterans Affairs Subdivision on
March 3 aims to reduce claim sharks in
Minnesota.

“This bill modifies the veteran benefits
disclosure statue to require VA accred-
itation for those who want to represent
veterans on federal VA benefit matters
and also makes it possible for veter-
ans to recoup damages through legal
means, if they are taken advantage of
by bad actors,” said Minnesota American
Legion Legislative Chairwoman Kristy
Janigo.

the VA needs to partner with organi-
zations, such as the Legion, to reduce
the number. He also wants the VA to
open up to other methods of treating
PTSD and to reduce misprescribing
and overprescribing.

I’ve just returned from the
2025 Washington Conference
where we had 18 Legion Family
members attend. We met with
our congressional representa-
tives and presented American
Legion National Legislative
Priorities.

Nefarious forces are in action
trying to deceive our veterans
and most especially the officers
in our department, district and
posts.

In specific, these people are
“spamming” our The American
Legion leadership. More clearly,
they are sending electronic mes-
sages (through email, text, etc.)
that look like they are coming
from our leadership and asking
for funds to be sent via gift
cards, etc.

Most often the emails say
something like “I need your help
with ...” or “I’m in meetings
all day, and I need your assis-
tance ...” or “Did you receive
my previous email?”, or some-
thing along those lines.

Then they describe a situation
and ask the person getting the
message to get gift cards for a
certain amount and send them
the numbers. In one recent in-
cident the person that got the
email actually went and got the
gift cards and sent the informa-
tion out.

The 6th District leadership
is advising the following: DO
NOT ever send any money
in any form unless you have
spoken directly to the individ-
ual asking for the funds. This
means, before you send any
money, in any form, pick up the
phone and speak to the person
that is asking for the funds.

Don’t just look at the name.
Double check the email address
that is sending the request. If it
is not something you recognize,
DO NOT send any money.

I will NEVER send an email
asking you to get gift cards for
me. NONE of the 6th District
leadership, when acting in their
official capacity, will ask for gift
cards to be sent to them.

Dave fueled jets on an air-
craft carrier for six years in the
U.S. Navy. A few years out of
service his skin would break
out in a rash. His wife also no-
ticed a few memory slips. After
the kids moved onto their lives,
dizzy episodes, anxiety and irri-
tability started happening.

Dave put on his wife’s lo-
tions to relieve the rash discom-
fort. Nothing abated. He had a
family to provide for, friends,
and his motto to keep the “little
problems little.” His friends no-
ticed the dizzy episodes. They
bought him a water bottle and
acane, called him Dizzy Dave.

For years the quiet voice in
his head whispered the issues
were beyond normal wear and
tear. He ignored as long as he
could. He gave in and saw his
county veteran service officer.
The claim was for debilitating
effects of jet fuel inhalation
(thank you, service officers).

Dave’s little  problems
grew into debilitating issues.
Friends didn’t know how to be
his friend. His wife struggled
wishing he sought help sooner.
What do we do when someone
we care about is afflicted?

the One” mission and efforts to
change the direction on military
recruitment.

“We stand by efforts to make
a better, cost-effective VA,” La-
Coursiere said.

He cited the need to update
many health records into the
electronic age

“Billions of our taxpayer
dollars have been spent on
this,” he said. “The result has
been delays, unsuccessful pilot
programs, flawed infrastructure
and continued inability of the
Department of Defense and VA
to make transition as seamless
as possible for those leaving
service and entering their lives
as veterans.”

He called for improving the
transition between Department
of Defense health care and VA
health care.

“Young people who have
been told that military service
will leave them broken or un-
supported in the end will think
twice about their propensity to
serve atall. And that is a matter
of national security,” LaCour-
siere said. “We need to change
the narrative. We can change the
narrative.”

LaCoursiere called for parity
in G.I. Bill benefits for National
Guard service. He said Amer-
ican Legion service officers
helped 1.2 million veterans in
the past year.

Aquestioning period after his
testimony devolved into politi-
cal theater by members of both
parties but especially the chair-
man, Rep. Michael Bost of Illi-
nois, and the ranking member,
Rep. Mark Takano of California.
The debate mainly was over
recent VA layoffs. A video of
the full exchange is posted on
the Department of Minnesota’s
Facebook page.

There were 18 members of
the American Legion Family
who flew to D.C. They returned
home to find many people
asking The American Legion to
make a statement. Commander
Carl Moon sent one out that said
political motivations only aim
to divide veterans. He said the
Legion will watch to ensure care
for veterans remains strong, that
there is smooth implementation
of the PACT Act and that there
will be no effort to privatize the
VA.

Moon cited a VA news release
that pointed out: “The VA con-
tinues to hire for 300,000 mis-
sion-critical positions exempt
from the federal hiring freeze.”

Department Communications
Director Tim Engstrom said it
is wise to pick battles. “Our
focus is the care of veterans.
If we speak up against any and
all staff cuts, then our voice is
diminished should health care be
impacted down the road.”

The Minnesota Legionnaires
visited the offices of all eight
congressional representatives
and two senators, spelling out
the 2025 legislative desires of
The American Legion:

1. Accelerate military quality
of life improvements.

2. Improve border security.

3. Advance the lethality of the
Armed Forces.

4. Fund a robust State De-
partment and foreign operations
budget.

5. Protect Coast Guard pay
and entitlements.

6. Provide a full account-
ability of our POW/MIA
servicemembers.

The legislative efforts includ-
ed calls for improving the qual-
ity of VA Compensation & Pen-
sion exams, improving access
to community care, ending
veteran homelessness, modern-

Most of the lawmakers had
their aides meet with Legion
members.

using the site for commercial
enterprise, except for meetings
and as an educational tool for
the community,” he told the
lawmakers. “Currently, we
charge no fees to use the meet-
ing room.”

Joining him were American
Legion Department Commander
Carl Moon and VFW Depart-
ment Commander David Staeh-
lin. State Rep. Peggy Bennett of
Albert Lea is the chief sponsor.

Moon pointed out how many
posts have closed and the com-
munity suffered from the loss
of their fundraising efforts for
other nonprofits. He noted how
many tax assessors have confu-
sion over tax laws, something
discussed for decades at veteran
get-togethers.

“A zero-tax measure would
clear up much of the confusion
county assessors across our 87
Minnesota counties have re-
garding posts’ taxes. This drives
workload and inefficiencies that
are inevitably covered by tax-
payers,” Moon said.

People often assume posts
are just bars and restaurants or
places to gamble, he said.

“We prop up small, local
nonprofits providing important
community services including
youth sports, addressing food in-
security and homelessness, and
funding public safety equipment
for our cities, such as fire trucks.
These are important gaps filled
that federal, state, and local gov-
ernment cannot address.”

He added that the American
Legion has 531 posts, and 261
of them have buildings. He said
Stillwater, Marshall, Northfield,
Waite Park, Coon Rapids and
others, especially in the metro,
have had to sell their buildings
to survive in recent years.

“How many more communi-
ties will need to lose the gather-
ing center for charity fundrais-
ing and activities before relief is
provided?” Moon asked.

Staehlin went through the
various costs posts are facing:
payroll taxes, insurance costs,

building upkeep. He said these
places have been generous with
their communities and are 100
years old. He said in gambling
alone VFW posts gave $1.6
million last year. That’s not
counting bake sales and other
fundraisers happening at the
posts.

The banquet spaces often are
free for local nonprofits to use,
and when they do charge, such
as for wedding receptions, they
cost less than many other op-
tions. It is a service for people
celebrating key moments in life
but without the deep pockets
often needed, he said.

Many Legion and VFW mem-
bers, when they interact with
veterans from other states, find
that posts don’t pay property
taxes in the other states.

The committee voted to refer
the bill to the House Taxes Com-
mittee. It has bipartisan support.

Post homes in Minnesota are
supposed to be taxed at 1 percent
through an annual filing process.
However, before 2017, it was at
30 percent, SO SOme assessors
still think it is at the old level.
Further, some assessors, like
in Kanabec County, think the 1
percent is “1 percent reduction”
instead of actually 1 percent.
There are many places where

Service Director Ron Quade and
Legislative Director Jon Kelly.
The bill also is supported by the
Minnesota Commanders’ Task
Force.

Quade told how a northern
Minnesota veteran he dealt with
felt overwhelmed by the claims
process. He ended up with an
unaccredited organization that
told them he could get his claim
and back payment approved if
he signed an agreement to pay.

They made him do most of the
work. The claim was denied.
The organization invoiced him
nevertheless. He tried to get
them to leave him alone but
eventually paid them to avoid
harming his credit score.

Opposition groups made their
concerns known.

First, readers must under-
stand there are four kinds of
people who can handle a vet-
eran’s claim legally: 1. A ser-
vice officer accredited through

posts at 100 percent and make
no effort to allow them to reach
30 or 1 percent.

the free representation fail them.

“It’s a lifeline for veterans
who can’t afford to wait,” said

help veterans with their claims,
he said. He described a case
where he worked for six years,
and the veteran got $100,000,
and Lewis received 20 percent.
If the claim was denied, he gets
nothing.

“This bill is not using a scal-
pel. It’s using a nuke,” he said.

Attorney Ben Krause said
there already are laws on the
books that the state attorney
general can enforce.

Testimony  was
followed by vibrant
debate among sena-
tors, with Sen. Zach

does a disservice to veterans by
preventing legal options. An in-
fantry officer himself, he called
for keeping the bill within that
committee for review instead of
voting on it.

Sen. Heather Gustafson of
Vadnais Heights called for a
vote, arguing the bill is clean.
She said she is shocked by sto-
ries of fraudsters bilking veter-
ans out of money.

Putnam said his bill isn’t
aiming to put anyone out of
business, but it makes sure vet-
erans “have a recourse in case
things go south.”

The new language
requires VA accreditation, pro-
hibits guarantees, removes an
ineffective $1,000 civil penalty
and replaces it with punishment
under existing fraud, solicitation
and deception statues — in
other words, allowing lawsuits
to be filed against claim sharks.

Charitable gambling mentioned
in 2 bills at Legislature: sports betting
and undoing the 2023 etab changes

ST. PAUL — New e-pulltab
requirements went into effect on
Jan. 1, 2025. In January, reve-
nue from e-tabs were down 18
percent from December, accord-
ing to Gambling Control Board
figures.

February was down another
5 percent compared to January,
similar figures say.

Statewide figures comparing
January 2025 e-tabs to January
2024 showed a descrease of
about 14 percent in sales.

Minnesota American Legion
Communications Director Tim
Engstrom testified before the
House Veterans Affairs Division
on Feb. 20 on a bill that would
restore free plays and bonus
games to e-pulltabs.

They were removed in 2023
in the darkness of the waning
days of the session even though
the open-all button had been the
focus of the committee process.

“Let me remind you courts
have ruled several times that
these features are not breaking
the 2012 agreements with casi-
nos. Etabs don’t have jackpots.
They don’t have unlimited bets.
Harming etabs is not going to
result in greater revenue at ca-
sinos,” Engstrom said. “People
will continue to go to their fa-
vorite bars. These changes, all
they do is result in less revenue
for charities. If | can’t help a
veteran service officer house a
homeless veteran, it’s because
of these etab changes.”

The bill, HF733, passed the
committee and was sent to the
Commerce Committee. Its chief
author is Rep. Bjorn Olson of
Fairmont.

Allied Charities of Minnesota
Director Rachel Jenner also tes-
tified in support. She and Amer-
ican Legion Legislative Chair-
woman Kristy Janigo on Feb.
13 before the Senate Commerce
Committee testified in support
of the sports betting bill, which
includes rebates for charitable
gambling organizations.

It is SF757, and its chief
author is Matt Klein of Men-
dota Heights. That committee
vote ended in a tie, leaving the
legislation in limbo.

Senate File 757 allows ex-
clusive online sports betting
through the 11 tribes within
Minnesota. Sen. Matt Klein of

Mendota Heights is the chief
author.

The bill faced opposition
from the Catholic Church and
the Minnesota Family Council.
The debate mainly was centered
on good and bad that comes
from gambling, along with dis-
cussions of self-determination.

The point Klein made is that
sports gambling already hap-
pens via offshore websites, and
a majority of Minnesotans say
they want a sports betting bill.

AKSTP poll in May of 1,853
registered voters said 55 percent
favor legal sports betting and
21 percent said it should remain
illegal. The remainder was “not
sure.”

Minnesota remains one of
11 states without it. Missou-
ri has legalized it, but it isn’t
operational yet. Minnesota is
surrounded by states that allow
it either at sites only (such as
casinos) or through online
sportshooks.

What do other states tax?

Minnesota taxes charitable
gambling starting at 8.5 per-
cent but as months go by it soon
climbs to its top rate of 33.5 per-
cent of cumulative net receipts
(this means money after prizes
are awarded; some states call it
adjusted gross revenue). Some
cities even charge an additional
10 percent.

People who hear about other
states are surprised at how as-
tromically high Minnesota is.
Other states typically only tax
enough to cover the burden of
a regulatory agency.

North Dakota is around 1 per-
cent. It changes depending on
how much it costs to regulate it.

Kentucky is a tiny fraction
of 1 percent. New Hampshire
is 7 percent on bingo and $15
for every $3,500 made in paper
pulltabs, which works out to less
than a half percent.

Mississippi charges 1 percent
for bingo and 2.4 percent on
e-pulltabs. Virginia has various
rates for different kinds of char-
itable gambling, but most are
at three-quarters of 1 percent.

In Ohio, the rules change
from city to city or county to
county, but after looking at
city ordinances, it appears the
local jurisdictions rarely tax the

revenue from charitable gam-
bling at all, probably because
cities, counties, schools and
local nonprofits benefit from
the donations.

In Washington state, the state
calculates each group’s gam-
bling receipts on various types
of games and uses it to deter-
mine an annual licensing fee,
up to a cap figure. Pulltabs are
calculated at 1.515 percent, with
acap of $16,000. Bingo is 0.488
percent, with a cap of $17,600.
Cities and counties may collect
atax on pulltabs of up to 10 per-
cent and for bingo 5 percent. In
Ellensburg, for example, the city
charges 1 percent.

New York charges 3 percent
on all forms of charitable gam-
bling except pulltabs, where
the rate is 5 percent. Alaska is
at 3 percent and handles it all
through distributors. Indiana
only sets a rental rate but doesn’t
tax charitable gambling.

Louisiana has a state fee of
$75 with state laws, but it is
taxed and supervised at the city
or parish level. Baton Rouge, for
instance, taxes it at 1.5 percent
to cover costs of supervision.

Pennsylvania is unusual. In
2013, the commonwealth passed
a law to allow taverns — not
charities — via distributors
(likely via dispenser machines)
to sell pulltabs and similar
“small games of chance”

Opponents at the time said the
new law would harm veterans
clubs and civic associations that
already had been selling them
as a fundraiser since 1988. It
passed, and now the Keystone
State has two kinds of gambling
licenses: tavern and club.

Basically, the tavern license
is for-profit gambling. The club
license is nonprofit. Taverns pay
a tax of 60 percent with $4,000
in licensing fees. Clubs only pay
a small annual licensing fee of
$125. The club also may use up
to 40 percent of the proceeds for
any club expenses: paying the
gambling manager, fixing the
roof, installing new restrooms,
etc., as long as the other 60 per-
cent goes to public interests.

What about property taxes?
Well, unlike in Minnesota,
Pennsylvania doesn’t require
veterans’ clubs to pay property
taxes.

The acquisition is part
of the school’s “Future Focus”
strategic plan.

“We are incredibly proud
and honored to reach this
milestone in shaping the future
for both Breck and the Chester
Bird Post 523,” said School
Head Natalia R. Hernandez.
“Breck’s mission can only

be realized through strategic
planning and collaboration,
and this expansion reflects
our commitment to creating
a vibrant and student-focused
campus.”

Terms of the transaction are
confidential. The Chester Bird
Relocation Committee and
Breck’s Board of Trustees and
Leadership were key in making
the transaction possible. Both
parties expressed gratitude
toward the other in a news re-
lease today.

With the transaction now fi-
nalized, American Legion Post
523 will begin remodeling and
updating its new facility, which
is expected to open in Septem-
ber 2025.

Veteran tries
to connect with
distant relative’s

POW experience jus

In 2019 | drove 3,300 miles
and 72 years into the past when
I connected with my paternal
biological family. Thanks to
DNA technology | suddenly
I had five new brothers and a
new sister whose unconditional
love and acceptance have been
amazing. Over the past five
years they’ve shared history
of our family with me. As a
youth, | spent four years in the
military, so when | learned that
I had a distant relative, Andrew
O. Grignon Jr. who was a Jap-
anese prisoner of war (POW)
during WWII, | had to learn
more about him.

Andrew O. Grignon Jr. grew
up on a farm in Wisconsin. |
recently began searching for
his surviving family members.
A 1936 newspaper account
documents an early act of An-
drew’s bravery: Winneconne,
Wis.--(Special)—Russell Gri-
gnon, who lives two miles west
of this village, had a narrow
escape from death Sunday
evening in the hunting shanty
of Henry Sparks, near Land
O’ Lakes. Andrew Grignon,
with his sons Andrew Jr. and
Russell, stayed with Mr. Sparks
at his lodge. Sunday evening,
after returning from a hunt for
deer, one of the men lighted a
gasoline stove which exploded
within a few minutes, filling the
entire room with flames. Rus-
sell’s clothing was ignited, and
he called for help. His brother,
Andrew Jr. threw him into the
snow and rolled him over, and
over, thereby saving Russell’s
life, but burning his hair and
eyebrows. Neither was serious-
ly hurt. The shanty was entirely
destroyed....

Russell, the brother Andrew
saved, lived a full life and
named one of his children after
the brother who saved him.
As | continued my quest into
Andrew’s life, through finda-
grave.com, | learned about his
horrifying POW experience on
the infamous Japanese “Hell
ships.”

“Andrew Grignon was one
of 1,622 Japanese Prisoners of
War boarded onto the Oryoku
Maru at Manila. The ship sailed
on December 14, 1944, for

Subic Bay. After arriving there
the same day, it was bombed by
American planes while it was
picking up Japanese person-
nel. As dusk came, the planes
broke off the attack. The next
day, the planes returned and
resumed the attack. The Japa-
nese abandoned ship. They then
ordered the POWSs to abandon
ship during an air raid on the
ship. When the American pilots
saw the large number of men
climbing from the ship’s holds,
they stopped their attack. As
the POWSs swam to shore, the
POWs were shot at by Japa-
nese soldiers with machine
guns. The surviving POWSs
were herded onto tennis courts.
Those who stated they were too
sick to go on were taken into
the mountains and beheaded
at a cemetery. The remaining
POWSs were taken to San Fer-
nando La Union and boarded
onto a second ship, the Enoura
Maru, which reached Takao,
Formosa. While in harbor, on
January 9, 1945, the ship was
bombed by American planes re-
sulting in the deaths of many
POWSs. They were buried in a
mass grave on the island. The
survivors were put on a third
ship, the Brazil Maru. Those
who died on this ship were
thrown overboard before the

ship reached Japan on Janu-
ary 29, 1945. Only 403 of the
POWSs, who bhoarded the ship
at Manila, survived the war.”

Have you ever had a sense of
coming full circle in life? The
summer of 1966, during my
first deployment to Vietnam,
some shipmates and | had the
opportunity to visit Manila
American Cemetery in the
Philippines.

Walking through shaded
halls, | studied the 36,286
names honoring those killed in
action (KIA), body not recov-
ered, each memorialized on the
Walls of the Missing. Stepping
out of the hall, | gazed in awe
across groomed vistas of white
crosses honoring an additional
16,859 buried.

I remember asking myself,
how is it that this many people
died? I was 18 that spring, and it
was the first national cemetery
| had ever seen. Coming from
a northern Minnesota isolated
farm kid background, what |
was looking at was beyond my
worldview. Today | searched
the Walls of the Missing and
found my ancestor.

Walls of the Missing: This
person was listed as “missing
inaction”. GRIGNON, Andrew
O, Second Lieutenant, 201st
Philippine Engineer Battalion,
U.S. Army, Service# 0-890037,
Enlisted: Wisconsin, d. 9-Jan-
1945, Walls of the Missing,
World War 11, Purple Heart

Today, I pause and reflect as
I honor my distant relative’s
memory. | try to imagine the
horror that he experienced. A
generation later, after | was
wounded in Vietnam, | received
succor in a military hospital
in Japan, from descendants of
those whose countrymen mur-
dered my ancestor.

Special request from
overseas commissaries
for coupons

Helpful tips and contact information on where
to send the coupons:

1. Only manufacturer’s coupons may be used.
This can include coupons for food, non-food items
like hygiene or cleaning supplies, baby items such
as diapers and pet supplies. The commissary is
unable to accept store coupons, restaurant cou-
pons or internet coupons.

2. Cut out the coupons. Please do not send
sheets of unclipped coupons.

3. Overseas commissaries are permitted to
accept expired manufacturer coupons up to 6

months past the expiration date. Be sure to con-
sider the time it will take to mail the coupons
and for the commissary to sort.

4. Try and sort the coupons before mailing:
separate the expired (or soon to expire) from the
non-expired. Then separate and group together by
type: Food, non-food, baby & children, and pets.
