DR. C.H. MAYO GIVES LEGION QUARTERS IN CIVIC AUDITORIUM

Ex-service Men Factor in Future of Community, Surgeon Says

A gift to the William T. McCoy American Legion post of permanent quarters in the Mayo Civic
auditorium was announced today when Dr. Charles H. Mayo expressed pleasure that it was possible to
make the space available to aid the organization in community work.

Arrangements to give space to the post led to the following statement by Dr. Mayo;
“| am glad that we can serve the American Legion in the new civic building by having rooms for them
to carry on work they have been doing in the life of this community.

Important Factor

“All major activities must include the good will of the Legion in the future. They are a factor of great
importance in the life of this country and | am glad that arrangements could be made to aid them in their

activities.”

Plans are being prepared for construction of the auditorium, made possible by gifts of Dr. Mayo and
the Mayo Properties association. The building will be turned over to the city when completed.

Dr. Mayo said he was very surprised and pleased when a Legion delegation called on him today to
thank him for the gift. The delegation included officers and past commanders of the McCoy post, which
long has had under consideration plans to establish a permanent home.

The Legion will have a space 30 by 70 feet on the south side of the building, and plans on
arrangements for a small meeting room, a large room for organization gatherings, kitchen and various
club facilities.

Legion spokesmen told Dr. Mayo of the organization’s joy at having a permanent home and the extent
to which it will facilitate its activities and strengthen the organization. In reply, Dr. Mayo called the
Legion a representative body of men on whom problems of the future rest.
